Beforeinstalling the face, turn off the fireplace and allow to
cool. Only a qualified service person should service and repair
thefireplace. A qualified service person should connect and
disconnect the fireplaceto gas supply. Follow all local codes.

2. You will need to remove some components from your
fireplace. Thetop louvers and louver brackets, the hood
and the lower control door. All parts can be discarded

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4. Install arch face by positioning the mounting
bracket on back of the face between thefireplace
side post. (Notelocation where you removed top
louver) Using four self-drilling screws, screw
through the top holes on mounting bracket and

bottom holes on the legs of the arch.

If installing Gold or Pewter faces, “L”
Brackets are used to hide the Gold or
Pewter reflective materia fromthe
front of the fireplace (See Figure 2)

5. If faceisinstalled as a flush mount,
then thereis no need to measure
between firebox and face.

If marble or other non-combustible
material isused between the firebox
and facing, then measure distance
between face and unit. (M ax. of 7/8”)
(SeeFigure 3)

6. Use enough “ hinge spacers’ to
make lower door flush with face. (If
marble or other non-combustible
material isused, then the thickness of
themarble, etc.. determinesthe
thickness of spacersfor lower control
access door) (See Figure 4).
